Uniform

Articles marked with an ASTERISK are regulation uniform and MUST be obtained from the
School Shop. All items on the clothing list, with the exception of shoes, can be purchased
in the School Shop, at prices comparable to those in the high street stores.

The Shop is open during term-time on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 1.00 —
5.00pm. It operates extended opening at the end of term and the beginning of term,
details of which will be advised in a mailing to parents and/or through the Shop. If you
are obtaining uniform for a new pupil, you are asked to make an appointment by
contacting the Manageress of the School Shop. For appointments or other enquiries, she
can be contacted on 01823 251887 during normal Shop opening hours.

Marking and Looping

Every article of clothing (including underwear and detachable items like belts and parka
hoods) must be marked with the child's name in woven name tapes. These can be
purchased through the School Shop. Delivery is normally one week, but please allow 2
weeks at busy times of the year. All shoes and trainers should also be clearly named.

All other possessions brought to school must be clearly marked with the child's name or
number. Watches should be engraved. We strongly recommend that children do not
bring expensive personal possessions to school.

All articles of clothing, including sports clothes, must have LOOPS attached for hanging.
ALL articles of sports clothing MUST have large gold on black name tapes sewn ON

THE OUTSIDE, on the front right hand side (as you look at the garment, below the
logo if present) wherever possible.
